Please note that a half term’s notice is required of termination of LAMDA lessons or a half term’sfees in
lieu of notice will be charged. For Musical Theatre lessons this is one full term due to the group nature
of the exam content. Therefore, notice must be given before half term to finish LAMDA lessons at the
end of a term or before the start of term for Musical Theatre. Unless notice is received your daughter
will be enrolled automatically for lessons next term. All fees will be charged to your school account at
the end of the term when the lessons take place.

LAMDA examinations for each grade take place once per academicyear. LAMDA entrance feesare
charged separately and cost different amounts depending on the subject and grade. Notification will be
sent of upcoming examinationsand, should you wish to enter your daughter, the examination entrance
fee will be added to your school account.
